· Public Bid Opening: Promptly at 2:00 PM on June 16, 2026, where bids will be read aloud.

· Price Validity: All proposals must remain valid for at least 60 days from the bid submission date.
Scope of Work

· Classrooms: Removal of current carpet and Vinyl Composition Tile (VCT) across 18 classrooms.

· Replacement Material: Installation of district-specified Shaw LVT flooring.

· Daily Maintenance: Contractors are required to clean up the site daily and manage full waste removal upon completion.

· Restoration: Contractors are financially responsible for the full restoration of any disturbed areas outside the explicit flooring scope.
Submission Requirements & Format

Bids must be physical; electronic or faxed submissions will be automatically rejected.

Mandatory Legal & Financial Enclosures

Failure to include any of the following four items will result in the immediate rejection of the bid:

1. Familial Disclosure: A sworn and notarized statement disclosing any familial relationships between the bidder's owners/employees and school board members or the superintendent (per MCL 380.1267).

2. Iran Economic Sanctions Act Compliance: A sworn and notarized statement certifying the bidder is not an "Iran Linked Business" (per PA 517 of 2012).

3. Bid Security: A certified check or Bid Bond from an approved surety company valued at no less than 5% of the total bid amount.

4. Qualifications & Schedule: Clear documentation proving at least 5 years of successful experience with similar commercial flooring projects and a detailed project work schedule.

Tax & Structural Specifications

· Sales and Use Tax: The district is not exempt from State of Michigan Sales and Use Taxes for materials permanently attached or incorporated into real property. Contractors must budget for and pay all applicable taxes on permanent fixtures.

· Post-Project Logistics: Submissions must include explicit product warranty information and details regarding the final quality inspection process.
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
