NOTICES
For all projects with a total dollar value above $150,000 Notice of Final Settlement is required by C.R.S. §38-26-107(1).  Final Settlement, if required, will be advertised in the same location as the original solicitation.
For State Public Works C.R.S. §8-17-101 - Colorado labor shall be employed to perform at least 80% of the work. Colorado labor means any person who is a resident of the state of Colorado at the time of the Public Works project.
All respondents accept the conditions of this AFB, including but not limited to, the following:
a. All submittals shall become the property of the State of Colorado and will not be returned.
b. Late submittals shall not be evaluated.
c. The State reserves the right to reject any or all proposals on the basis of being unresponsive to this AFB or for failure to disclose requested information.
d. The State shall not be liable for any costs incurred by respondents in the preparation of submittals and proposals nor in costs related to any element of the selection and contract negotiation process.
The respondent has reviewed Appendix F and by responding has agreed that the terms and conditions of the sample Contractor’s Design/Bid/Build (D/B/B) Agreement (SC-6.21) and General Terms and Conditions of the Contractor’s Design/Bid/Build Agreement (SC- 6.23) are expressly workable without reservation. Any exceptions to the contract must be communicated formally in writing before the bid closes.
Per C.R.S. §24-92-115 unless prohibited by applicable federal law, contract for any public project in the amount of one million dollars or more, that does not receive federal money, in the amount of one million dollars or more shall require the general contractor to which the contract is awarded to submit, at the time the mechanical, electrical, or plumbing subcontractor is put under contract, documentation that Identifies the contractors or subcontractors that will be used for all mechanical, sheet metal, fire suppression, sprinkler fitting, electrical, and plumbing work required on the project and  certifies that all firms identified participate in apprenticeship programs registered with the United States department of labor’s employment and training administration or state apprenticeship councils recognized by the United States department of labor and have a proven record of graduating a minimum of 15% of its apprentices for at least three of the past five years. 
Per C.R.S. §24-92-Part 2, a public construction project in the amount of five hundred thousand dollars or more shall be subject to the State prevailing wage rate, of the regular, holiday, and overtime wages paid and the general prevailing payments on behalf of employees to lawful welfare, pension, vacation, apprentice training, and educational funds in the State, for each employee needed to execute the contract. Payments to the funds must constitute an ordinary business expense deduction for federal income tax purposes by contractors and subcontractors. Contractors are required to pay their employees at weekly intervals and shall comply with the enforcement provisions of C.R.S. §24-92-209. Contractors awarded a project of this size will be required to utilize the LCPTracker cloud-based labor compliance and certified payroll application.  
Preference shall be given to Colorado resident bidders and for Colorado labor, as provided by law. 
Per C.R.S. §24-105-201 If the construction value is $50,000 or greater a Bid Bond and Power of Attorney or Proposal Guaranty is required in an amount not less than 5% of the total Bid.

PROJECT OVERVIEW


The State of Colorado, Department of Human Services (CDHS), Division of Facilities Management (DFM) is soliciting bids from qualified contractors, and or Construction Management Firms for the third phase of the Colorado Mental Health Institute at Fort Logan (CMHIFL) campus utility infrastructure upgrades project. Project number & name are as follows: 2002-108P01 Upgrade Campus Utility Infrastructure Colorado Mental Health Institute at Fort Logan (Capital Renewal) Ph 3 of 3.

The project scope includes for but not limited to, the replacement of sanitary and storm water sewer lines, improvement of storm drainage, replacement of and/or the addition of fire and domestic water lines, roadway pavement, sidewalks, and curb and gutter. As the Ft. Logan Campus has 24/7/365 facilities, the Contractor will be required to limit service disruptions and for providing bypass or backup systems to impacted life, health, and safety systems of facilities within the project parameters. (See attached Project Phase 3 Site Plan)

Contractor will be responsible for conducting private utility locates and visually confirming utility crossings in advance of utility construction.


Scope of Services

The scope of services will include full Construction Contracting Services for the project specified during the process of construction and warranty period to the State as per the Advertisement for Bid. Specific tasks to be performed by the Contractor include those generally performed by the construction community where the Contractor is the prime vendor to the State. Bidders shall reference the drawings, specifications, and supporting documents in the Appendices for an understanding of the entire scope of the project.
 
Per C.R.S. §38-26-106, if a contract amounts to $150,000 or more, the awarded contractor shall provide payment and performance bonds not less than 50% of the value of the contract. The costs associated with this bond are to be included in the contractor’s bid.

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

Notice is hereby given to all interested parties that all firms will be required to meet all minimum requirements to be considered for this project. Interested bidders should be prepared to show evidence of the following to be considered as qualified, as a minimum: 
1. Not previously terminated by the State for non-performance on a State Buildings contract or procurement.
1. The bidding contractor must have been in the same business, under the same name for the last two (2) years.
Demonstrated specific contracting experience in projects of similar scope and complexity for at least two (2) projects each in excess of $ 2,000,000.00 (hard costs), utilizing the expertise present in their Colorado Office; and
Demonstrated bonding capability up to $2,000,000.00 for an individual project coincidentally with current and anticipated workloads; provide letter from surety that affirms this capacity.
